This plan shows the current parking, cycle and refuse 
storage provision on the site.

There are five parallel bays on the access road into the site.  
This is indicated by the red circle and the number 1.

There are seven bay spaces perpendicular to the parallel 
spaces.  These are indicated by the blue circle and the 
number 2.  There is limited turning room into these spaces 
due to their proximity to the parallel bays.

Further into the site there are six more marked bays.  This is 
indicated by the green circle and the number 3.

The remainder of the site is an unmarked parking court 
comprising thirteen spaces.  This is indicated by the yellow 
circle and the number 4.

At present, the cycle and refuse store is located at the 
purple circle and the number 5.

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Proposed parking, cycle 
storage & refuse storage



This plan shows the proposed parking, cycle and refuse 
provision on the site.

The five parallel bays on the access road into the site are 
retained.  This is indicated by the red circle and the number 
1.

Eight bay spaces are proposed perpendicular to the parallel 
spaces with sufficient turning space.  These are indicated by 
the blue circle and the number 2.

Eleven bay parking spaces including disabled bays are 
proposed along the rear boundary opposite the retained 
bungalow.  This is indicated by the green circle and the 
number 3.

Twelve new spaces along with a new turning head are 
proposed along the site’s rear boundary.  This is indicated 
by the yellow circle and the number 4.

At previously mentioned, the bin and bike store is relocated 
within the new maisonettes.  This provision is for both the 
existing residents of Seymour Court and the new residents 
of the maisonettes.  The majority of the provision is under 
the southernmost maisonette with a small area provided 
under the street facing maisonette.  This is indicated by the 
purple circles and the number 5.

Each of the three houses has its own bin and bike store 
within their rear gardens.

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Landscape proposals



This final plan indicates the new landscaping proposals for 
the site.

Through the centre of the communal garden, a twelve new 
trees are to be planted along with new planting beds, 
meandering paths and a SUDS swale.  This is indicated by 
the red circle and the number 1.

In order to resolve the poor parking layout currently on site, 
two low quality trees are to be removed.  These are 
indicated by the blue circle and the number 2.

A number new trees are to be planted across the site.

New trees and planting are proposed between the new 
parking bays and the existing flats.  This is indicated by the 
green circle and the number 3.

As previously mentioned, the two existing gates into the 
communal garden are to be retained and repaired with the 
addition of access control provision.  These gates are 
indicated by the yellow circles and the number 4.

Finally, an indication of the portion of land to be regraded 
at the site entrance is shown by the purple circle and the 
number 5.
